GOD’S BEAUTY

In the early church Pentecost was the most important Church holiday.  Certainly, Easter was celebrated because you can’t ignore the death and resurrection of God, but for the Church, Pentecost is the focal point of celebration.  This may seem puzzling but it was because it is the moment that verified for everyone Jesus was indeed the Son of God, who was sent by God.

The Season of Pentecost should lead us to have confidence in our faith and this faith comes directly from God.  In times of trouble or hardship we need not waiver because God, the Holy Spirit, is within us to fortify us.  

There is simply too much to know about the Holy Spirit. I cannot write it all in a newsletter article. Therefore, I would encourage you to start reading the Book of Acts and pay special attention to when the Holy Spirit is mentioned, because that book is the story of how the Holy Spirit built the church.
